Quick Set-up Guide

1a.) If fitting at the same time

as either a vSystem, or eSystem,
remove single sided
dispenser from clear
delivery tubing.

dispenser assembly.

Push one end of clear
delivery tubing onto
reservoir and route to
swingarm.

1b.) If updating an existing installation, either
vacuum or electronic, trim back the original
single sided dispenser to clear tube and remove
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2.) Clean sprocket and chain and hold the
Dual Injector Mounting Block (part 2) with
bolt (part 1) on the underside of swingarm.

3. Use washers and spacers to align the assembly with the sprocket as shown in the following three steps.

3a.) Align the Dual Injector parallel with the sprocket with only

the last thin black nylon nib overlapping the sprocket face.

Note: Nibs can be trimmed overlap nibs only

4.) Once happy with the positioning, secure cable ties and
trim approx 10 to 12cm from the end of the tail of the Dual
Injector. (Keep this to make replacement nibs - see website).

Apply heat gently to the cut end of the tail of the dual

injector to create a mushroom shape. Push mushroom into
end of clear delivery tubing.

3b.) Position injector nibs at the 7 or 8
o'clock position on the sprocket face,
pointing diagonally downwards.

3c.) Keep
nibs clear of
the sprocket

Tubing can be secured by using the self adhesive tube clips
(parts 15) supplied. Prepare the area for the clip by cleaning
the surface thoroughly, then degrease using the isopropanol
tissue (part 14) supplied.

Navigate to the ‘Prime’ menu on
the eSystem display unit. Press
‘set’ to run a prime cycle for 60
seconds. Repeat this step until

Navigate
to the
‘Driving Screen’.

Use the ‘set’ button to cycle
through the desired flow rates
until 60-70 seconds per drop
(s/dp) is shown. Check chain
condition after a short journey
and adjust as necessary.
